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Nutley Chevy to expand and change its name

Nutley Chevrolet plans to rebrand itself as Nutley Auto with the addition of a Kia Korean car franchise, Goodyear Gemini tire center and Carquest auto parts store inside the Essex County dealership. 

The expansion will diversify the dealership and is unusual because Goodyear typically requires standalone service centers rather than basing them inside an existing auto dealership. 

The Nutley store is trying to reinvent itself as auto retailers struggle to come back from the worst year for car and truck sales since 1982. 

By adding Goodyear, Kia and Carquest, the dealership "will continue to service our General Motors customers and now be able to perform service on all makes and models, even if our customers didn’t purchase a vehicle at our dealership," said Jim Russomano, dealer principal at Nutley Auto.

Goodyear is returning to Nutley after a previous service center was destroyed by fire several years ago.
